Prayer – our connection/conversation with God 

We had a friend who was a prayer warrior.  There was no better word to describe her.  
She was an ordained minister but her ministry traveled the world.  She made dresses 
for girls in the Sudan, she wrote letters to people in foreign countries, she taught 
health classes to women in third world countries but her intercessory prayers were 
her strongest gift. 

She had a large Easter Egg Basket and she cut out paper eggs.  Each time she 
heard of a prayer concern she would write in on one of the paper eggs and place it in 
her Bible.  At least twice a day she would read her Bible and pray for those concerns.  
When a prayer was answered she would hatch that egg from her Bible to her basket.  
Her basket was full and overflowing!    

What a great way to see God’s blessings.  Each time she looked at that basket she 
gave praise to God for answering prayers and sharing God’s blessings.  Who do you 
pray for?  How do you know that God has answered your prayers?
